writes under a pseudonym, a personõs name changes); 
different forms of names (e.g., when an author variously 
uses initials and full forms of names, different spellings of 
names, different transliterations)

¶See also references are required when an author writes 
under more than one name



}Most personal name headings are not established 
in the local catalogue
ƁProlific authors typically are established

¶Bibliographic records that have a uniform title will appear 
with the $?UNAUTHORIZEDappended at the end of the field 
unless the author - title heading is established

}Personal name headings are routinely changed
ƁIf a heading has a birth date, the heading will be 

updated to include a death date

¶Generally, this is done only when the heading is needed

ƁHeadings are changed to reflect changes in the preferred 
form of a name



}Corporate name headings are established as 
needed
ƁGenerally,  name headings for subordinate bodies 

are not established unless a see reference is 
required

}Conference name headings are established 
without qualification for the name of the 
conference if the conference is ongoing

¶Headings not established appear with $?UNAUTHORIZED
appended at the end of the field

ƁCommon series typically are established
ƁFollow the volume numbering already established

ƁOur policy is to use Library of Congress subject headings
ƁCanadian subject headings are used when Library of 

Congress subject headings are deficient in a topic or do 
not treat a topic sufficiently for the needs of a Canadian 
library
¶Canadian subject headings may be accepted when copy 

cataloguing

¶Prefer Library of Congress subject headings

}Headings are sometimes changed
ƁHeadings are systematically being changed from an 

inverted form to a direct - language form



}Headings are sometimes changed
ƁChanges are made to reflect current usage

}Some Canadian subject headings are needed
ƁThe Library of Congress subject headings 

exceptionally treat American topics and equivalent 
treatment is desired for Canadian topics
ƁLibrary of Congress subject headings consider 

Canada a unilingual country, while Canadian subject 
headings consider Canada a bilingual country
ƁLibrary of Congress subject headings treat some 

topics from an American perspective, whereas 
Canadian subject headings provide a Canadian 
perspective

ƁSometimes a reference from the Library and 
Archives Canada form to the Library of Congress 
form is made
